February 23rd marks the 105th Birthday of Rotary International!

Guest Speaker Presentation –– Fort Delaware
Professor Thomas J. Reed of the Delaware Civil War Society gave a presentation on historic Fort Delaware. The Fort, which is located on Pea Patch Island, was first planned during the Revolutionary War. It was first proposed in 1785 and was finally built in 1813. The first structure was burned in 1831 and a second structure was completed in 1859 to protect the key eastern seaboard cities from potential foreign invasions. Due to the Civil War (1861-1865), its function changed from coastal defense to a prisoner of war camp for enemies of the United States. Although it was only built to house 5,000 prisoners, it eventually accommodated 10,000. Among those incarcerated were Confederate officer and enlisted personnel, political prisoners and major offenders from the Union forces. 

The Fort Delaware Society was organized in 1951 to preserve the Fort. It subsequently became a Delaware State Park in 1956. In the early 1990’s, the Delaware Department of Natural Resources assumed full responsibility for park maintenance and restoration. Today Fort Delaware incorporates numerous living history events to give tourists a taste of Civil War life and times.
