Guest Speaker

Our speaker was Paul E. Hughes, a founder and DEO of Bean Stream, Inc. and President of The Green Fox Energy Group.  He was here today to enlighten us about the ongoing changes in the world of Sustainable Technologies, Innovative Green Business Design, and Conservation of Energy.

Paul talked about the various tax credits at the federal and state levels and how they are typically funded.  The first place an individual or business should start is having and Energy Audit prepared.  This will detail exactly what can be done to improve the performance of a structure to save some dollars.  These audits will typically pay for themselves within a year or so.  He went on to speak about the various "R" factors of attic insulation (use R49 vs. R30), and windows and what and what NOT to spend money on.
