The organization is a member based, 501(c)(3) corporation that consists of a Board of Directors and a Board of Advisors. 

The Delaware Sports Commission’ purpose is to benefit the State with economic impact through visitor spending, media exposure and extended use of facilities. In its mission it cooperates with both private and public sectors. Its typical events include youth sports, NCAA/collegiate club sports, adult amateur sports and national governing bodies/Olympic non-traditional sports. So far the organization has arranged for our State to host the Eastern Sectional US Figure Skating Championships in 2009 and the upcoming ACHA (Collegiate Ice Hockey) National Championships in 2011. To date the organization’s economic impact stands at 1.2 million dollars.
