Program- Sherry Netta of the American Red Cross

Sherra Netta presented the Lifeline Program to Club members. This is a service that helps aging people stay in their homes as opposed to potentially moving to an assisted living facility (called aging in place). The person wears a monitor that they simply press to summon assistance after a fall or accident. There are currently 500 people in our local Red Cross area that use this program. The cost for this program is only $40.75 per month.

Club members also learned about a brand new program called Auto Alert. This service senses if a person is having a fall, so there is no need for them to press or activate anything. This is ideal for a person who may have been hesitant to summon help with the other program. The range for this program is approximately 700 feet. This service costs $53 per month.
