Program––Speaker – Lauren Albietz-Shetzler – Easter Seals
Employment Specialist Lauren Albietz-Shetzler gave a presentation on the Easter Seals’ Supported Employment Program. Its goal is to find paid employment opportunities for people (who are at least 18 years of age) with developmental disabilities. These individuals are referred to Easter Seals by the State and undergo three assessments to gage their skills and interests. They are then found a position and staff members work with them for a period of 90 days to make sure their entry into the workplace goes smoothly.  After these first three months, the employment specialists periodically check in with the client.

The Supported Employment Program in New Castle County currently has 20 clients. They have received wonderful feedback from companies who have employed their clients. Due to the current economic conditions, Easter Seals is in need of finding companies with available positions. They will be hosting a Meet and Greet event in the Fall to introduce the program to companies in our area. Please contact Lauren at the information below if you are able to assist in any manner.
