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At Last Week’s Meeting…
Last week’s speaker was Matt Lenzini from Delmarva Power.  Delmarva Power is a subsidiary of Pepco Holdings which has a customer service footprint from Richmond to southern New Jersey.  This footprint has approximately 753,000 customers.  

A customer’s typical bill is comprised of 75% for electrical generation and 25% for distribution which is the piece Delmarva Power handles. Electrical generation is now de-regulated which affords customers the opportunity to shop that piece of their bill.

Matt also spoke about the direction of many power companies using smart meter technology.  Smart meters are a two-way communication device built into the power meter.  It basically layers an IT infrastructure on top of the power grid that can be used to monitor what is going on. Smart Meters will allow customers to program the use of certain appliances within their homes to take advantage of cheaper power at off-peak hours.  From the power generation perspective, this will enable the power companies to limit how many new plants they will need to build as demand rises.
